Creative Printmaking in Florence 2012

In our next workshop at the famous Il Bisonte studio in Florence we will focus on Waterless
Lithography and Aluminium etching, both safer alternatives to traditional printmaking
methods.

Participants will enjoy at least 60 hours of hands on tuition in a lovely old studio that was
once the stables for the nearby Palazzo Serristori and more recently the place where
Picasso, Moore and other luminaries of the art world came to make prints.

Acrylic based bitumen rubber paint - safer ground & stopout

This bitumen rubber paint is a product used in industry as a waterproofing agent for roofs
etc.

As a stopout it is a preferable alternative to the turps based traditional bitumen paint.

It is not classified as hazardous according to criteria of Worksafe Australia.

Similar acrylic waterproofing products are available worldwide. In Australia the product is
called Gripset bitumen rubber paint available at hardware stores.

There is no discernable odour when using the paint unlike the traditional counterpart and it
is water mixable for ease of use. It can be applied as a ground (painted on with a soft brush)
and also as a stop out.

To remove: soak in Vegetable Cleaning Agent - a safe solvent, or wipe off with Acetone.

Altogether it is far more pleasant to use than bitumen paint, no discernable fumes, easier to
apply and dries quickly with the help of a hairdryer or a minute or two on the hotplate.
